Examine Yourself
God wants to come to us. There is a longing in the heart of God to be all in all in your life. We must prepare a place for Him! It is time to get serious about what He wants to do. He wants a holy people who will live in the holy of holies, who become the message of grace and carry it to the world. The Lord made us for inhabiting us. 

We want the power of God, but are we prepared for His holiness and glory? Today I want us to examine ourselves to see if we are in the faith. This is not about salvation but is there sufficient evidence in your life of His grace at work in you?

If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of God. 2 Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth. 3 For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 4 When Christ who is our life appears, then you also will appear with Him in glory. 5 Therefore put to death your members which are on the earth: fornication, uncleanness, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry. 6 Because of these things the wrath of God is coming upon the sons of disobedience, 7 in which you yourselves once walked when you lived in them. (if you are living in them now you are living in disobedience.) 8 But now you yourselves are to put off all these: anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy language out of your mouth. 9 Do not lie to one another, since you have put off the old man with his deeds, (have you church?) 10 and have put on the new man who is renewed in knowledge according to the image of Him who created him, 11 where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcised nor uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave nor free, but Christ is all and in all. 12 Therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering; 13 bearing with one another, and forgiving one another, if anyone has a complaint against another; even as Christ forgave you, so you also must do.  14 But above all these things put on love, which is the bond of perfection. 15 And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to which also you were called in one body; and be thankful. 16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord. 17 And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him. Col 3:1-17   Whatever you do is all for Him.

Denial is the self-protection of fallen man who is in sin against God. Beloved many times we try to protect and hide our falleness instead of expose and repent of it.

· Violence

· Sexually explicit 
These video games are filth from the devil’s imagination and as adults you should not be playing these games. Turn away my eyes from looking at worthless things, And revive me in Your way.  Ps 119:37
And this I pray: that your love may abound yet more and more and extend to its fullest development in knowledge and all keen insight [that your love may display itself in greater depth of acquaintance and more comprehensive discernment], 10 So that you may surely learn to sense what is vital, and approve and prize what is excellent and of real value [recognizing the highest and the best, and distinguishing the moral differences], and that you may be untainted and pure and unerring and blameless [so that with hearts sincere and certain and unsullied, you may approach] the day of Christ [not stumbling nor causing others to stumble]. (Parents we are causing our children to stumble by not parenting them and living a Christ-like life.)  11 May you abound in and be filled with the fruits of righteousness (of right standing with God and right doing) which come through Jesus Christ (the Anointed One), to the honor and praise of God [that His glory may be both manifested and recognized].  Phil 1:9-11 AMP
