The Glue Our Calling is Sure Part 2

Are you prepared for the Lord’s coming and visiting our church? I believe it is time to abandon ourselves to God because He wants to take us into the promise land! We have a good inheritance! 

O Lord, You are the portion of my inheritance and my cup;(not this world or God’s benefits but God Himself) You maintain my lot.(I am not in control, He maintains all of my lot and life) 6 The lines have fallen to me in pleasant places; Yes, I have a good inheritance. Ps 16:5-6  We need revelation to realize our inheritance.

Today I am continuing the word spoken over us by Walter. How do we know if prophetic words are accurate? Walter told me where I have been, where I am and where I am going. It matched my prayer life and vision for my life and our church. 

For you can all prophesy one by one, that all may learn and all may be encouraged. 32 And the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets. (We are subject to other prophets when we prophesy.) 33 For God is not the author of confusion but of peace, as in all the churches of the saints. 1 Cor 14:31-33
Why is it important to heed the prophetic words?

This charge I commit to you, son Timothy, according to the prophecies previously made concerning you, that by them you may wage the good warfare…1 Tim 1:18
The Prophetic Words spoken over Pastor Chris – know your leader

· Your heart is not made like a pastor’s heart. You are a different kind of pastor

· God is doing a work in making your heart wide open. You’re praying I want to please You and love You – did I mention I love You. Crying out to hear Him. 

· You want to know God and make Him Happy

· You are learning you can’t make the people happy …For He Himself has said, ‘I will never leave you nor forsake you.’  6 So we may boldly say: ‘The Lord is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?’ Heb 13:5-6
· The Lord is sensitizing you (it hurts more when people aren’t in agreement with you) but He is making you more sensitive so you can feel God. You want to experience God and He is taking your church to that place. 
· You are enthusiastic – you would wear a purple wig and kilt if you had to get their attention. That explosive side in you – he is bringing out the boy in you. 

· The standard way of being a pastor won’t work here because you are trying to take the church into the things of the Spirit. You yourself don’t know what that all looks like and you are saying, “How will I know?” So He is making you sensitive. Don’t let yourselves close up you have to stay sensitive. 

· I see a vision: you were working a grape vine pruning and I heard ouches and people saying, “That hurts.” But the field became your church. Grapes make wine. (Wine for the King to drink.) He is pruning you as well and bringing you into a different way of looking at things. 

· Carlene increases the vision and the ability to see. (We were not meant to be alone or to figure it out on our own.) You (Carlene) are able to hear and know from the Lord. As you encourage Chris and speak in to him and the things you’re feeling it creates a bifocal effect and encouragement of who he is as a man because that feels like it is being challenged – releasing that will bring a change in Chris to more readily take on the things that are going on. (This allows our husbands to fulfill their calling. Wives your words carry a lot of weight and power to strengthen and encourage your husbands.)

· He is teaching you relationship which is going to be teaching the body.

· The Lord wants to bring a freedom, but to bring the freedom at times it is going to stretch you. He is saying you can trust Him. (Do we trust Him church? Will we trust Him when He stretches us?) He is going to move and do things that will affect the people greatly. The more you make it clear that you are just a man, walking just like they are, the more you do not hide the fact that you are a man, the better.  It is not about me! I am just a man made of dust and earth that God breathed life into. I am desperate just like you. I need ministry and heart counseling just like you. I need a touch from God just like you. The lie is, “I can’t be honest and open about my weakness or people will not respect me. I have to have it all together.” The beauty and power of humility is that it makes you invisible so people only see God and He is beautiful! Example: When I weep I don’t hide it from my children so they see the humility and manhood of their father. If you model weakness it disarms the enemy and gives others permission in a calling up way to trust in God. “While the doctrines of Christianity can be taught, Christ-likeness can only be inspired. (Fathers, Mothers, Leaders.) By their humble and holy lives, this next generation of leaders will inspire multitudes. They will truly walk in Christ’s love (We must do this Church); they will be granted (gift) great authority.” (Francis Frangipane)
Authentic humility in Christ brings heaven’s power to earth!
The Prophetic Words spoken over Grace

· God says I do not want it a cut and dried “If I do a-b-c then I can have d”.  That’s not how it’s supposed to work. God says “Will you wait on me?”  People get uncomfortable when He gets very quiet.  Those people with that kind of mindset aren’t going anywhere. Some will realize and say, “He’s speaking to me. I’ve got to change.” 

· You will have extended times of worship that is about to happen – it won’t be business as usual.

· Your worship leaders are being worked on. He is stirring them in such a way it won’t be business as usual.   He’s working on them about hearing a different sound. He’s not leaving their life alone. It’s not about how you play the instrument for the sound, it’s about the heart.  It’s the heart decision to play a new sound.  They will have a new sound.  They don’t care about pleasing people, God will give them the sound. (If you care about pleasing people you won’t play for God and you won’t please Him.)  They won’t do it the same way.  There will be similarities but it will still be a big difference.  

“I have a generation waiting in the wings”, says the Lord. They’re saying is there a place we can go where we can find the living God?  Is there a place that will let us be what we are called to be? 

This is our calling church: to provide a place for the Lord and those who want Him!
