Receive what God is doing

…if My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.  2 Chron 7:14
Once we have the right posture or disposition, the Lord says, “I will bless you”, otherwise we will not receive His healing.  Manifestations of the Spirit are not new (I want to wet your appetite/increase your faith).
Manifestations of the Spirit: 
Falling under the power of the His presence, joy, visions and trances, repentance, healings, deliverance from demons and emotional wounds, shaking, shouting, weeping, laughing, speaking in tongues.  
Biblical accounts of the "manifest presence" of God (in bold):
When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3 Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 5 And there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men, from every nation under heaven. 6 And when this sound occurred, the multitude came together, and were confused, because everyone heard them speak in his own language. 7 Then they were all amazed and marveled, saying to one another, "Look, are not all these who speak Galileans? 8 And how is it that we hear, each in our own language in which we were born? 9 Parthians and Medes and Elamites, those dwelling in Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 10 Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya adjoining Cyrene, visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, 11 Cretans and Arabs — we hear them speaking in our own tongues the wonderful works of God." 12 So they were all amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, "Whatever could this mean?" (That is what the world should be saying to us.) 13 Others mocking said, "They are full of new wine."(there will always be critics and mockers) 14 But Peter, standing up with the eleven, raised his voice (the Spirit gives great boldness) and said to them, "Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and heed my words. 15 For these are not drunk, as you suppose,(Please explain to us Peter what is going on –put yourself in the story - Would you be amazed or mocking?) since it is only the third hour of the day. 16 But this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel: 17 'And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see visions, Your old men shall dream dreams. 18 And on My menservants and on My maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in those days; And they shall prophesy. 19 I will show wonders in heaven above And signs in the earth beneath: Blood and fire and vapor of smoke. 20 The sun shall be turned into darkness, And the moon into blood, Before the coming of the great and awesome day of the Lord. 21 And it shall come to pass that whoever calls on the name of the Lord Shall be saved.  Acts 2:1-21
 “These days the church in general has failed to enter into what God is doing because of unbelief and in our unbelief we are waiting for something to happen. You are not on the outside looking in. You are on the inside; don’t receive as an outsider.”  ~ George Runyan.  You are a part of the story!  We must not be content to just hear about the story, we need to be taken into it.

For who, having heard, rebelled? Indeed, was it not all who came out of Egypt, led by Moses?  Now with whom was He angry forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose corpses fell in the wilderness?  And to whom did He swear that they would not enter His rest, but to those who did not obey?  So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.  Heb 3:16-19 Unbelief is wrapped in all sorts of packages.  There is intellectual unbelief, judging unbelief, activity unbelief instead of relationship, disobedient unbelief and misappropriated affections due to unbelief.
More Supernatural Actives:
· Jesus therefore, knowing all things that would come upon Him, went forward and said to them, "Whom are you seeking?" They answered Him, "Jesus of Nazareth." Jesus said to them, "I am He." And Judas, who betrayed Him, also stood with them.  Now when He said to them, "I am He," they drew back and fell to the ground.  John 18:4-6  This was a hoard of guards who were very strong.  
· Saul of Tarsus saw brilliant light, thrown from his horse, heard Jesus audibly, was temporarily struck blind Acts 9:4
· John fell as dead, had no bodily strength, and saw and heard into the spirit world.  Rev 1:17
· Then I turned to see the voice that spoke with me. And having turned I saw seven golden lampstands, 13 and in the midst of the seven lampstands One like the Son of Man, clothed with a garment down to the feet and girded about the chest with a golden band. 14 His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes like a flame of fire; 15 His feet were like fine brass, as if refined in a furnace, and His voice as the sound of many waters; 16 He had in His right hand seven stars, out of His mouth went a sharp two-edged sword, and His countenance was like the sun shining in its strength. 17 And when I saw Him, I fell at His feet as dead. But He laid His right hand on me, saying to me, "Do not be afraid; I am the First and the Last.  18 I am He who lives, and was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore. Amen. And I have the keys of Hades and of Death.  19 Write the things which you have seen, and the things which are, and the things which will take place after this.  20 The mystery of the seven stars which you saw in My right hand, and the seven golden lampstands: The seven stars are the angels of the seven churches, and the seven lampstands which you saw are the seven churches.  Rev 1:12-20
· Dan. 8:17; 7-10, 15-19 -- Daniel fell, had no strength, terrified by Gods presence 
·  And it came to pass, when the priests came out of the holy place, that the cloud filled the house of the Lord, so that the priests could not continue ministering because of the cloud; for the glory of the Lord filled the house of the Lord.  1 Kings 8:10-11
· The next day, as they went on their journey and drew near the city, Peter went up on the housetop to pray, about the sixth hour.  Then he became very hungry and wanted to eat; but while they made ready, he fell into a trance and saw heaven opened and an object like a great sheet bound at the four corners, descending to him and let down to the earth.  Acts 10:9-12  A demonic lie is that was just for the apostles.  If we will live and believe like they did, we will be used like they were. Will you believe? For the kingdom of God is not in word but in power. 1 Cor 4:20.  This generation is not looking for your words, but the power coming out of your life. A genuine life lived out for Christ cannot be done without encountering God and being changed by Him.
· 1 Sam. 19:18-24 -- King Saul and his antagonistic men are overcome by the Holy Spirit and prophesy as they near the camp of the prophets 
· Ex. 19:16  -- Thunder, smoke, shaking of the ground, sounds of trumpets upon Mt. Sinai 
· Mt. 17:2-8 -- Jesus and his garment supernaturally made brilliant, supernatural cloud and visited by Moses and Elijah 
· Jn. 1:32 -- The Holy Spirit descends in bodily form as a dove 
· Lev. 9:24; 1 Kg. 18:38; 1 Chr. 21:26 -- Fire from heaven consumes sacrifices 
· Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat at the table; and He rebuked their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they did not believe those who had seen Him after He had risen.  And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature.   He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.   And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18 they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.” Mark 16:14-18 14
Don’t look at these passages as though you are on the outside. This is your portion! God’s love was meant to be experienced.  “Will we dare to believe” ~Lou Engle.  God doesn’t always come the same but He does have a signature of commonality.
