…if My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.  2 Chron 7:14  (You are a part of the Story!)  
How to respond to what God is doing. (Cont.):
1. Being gracious, kind and patient with differences in perspectives within the church.  I, therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you to walk worthy of the calling with which you were called, with all lowliness and gentleness, with longsuffering, bearing with one another in love, endeavoring (continuous moving forward, to use speed, effort, be prompt or earnest; diligence, labor.) to keep the unity (oneness) of the Spirit in the bond of peace. (We must endeavor to keep oneness in this body.  I can’t do it without you; you have equal value and worth; what God is doing in you is important to me.)  There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called in one hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism;  one God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. Eph 4:1-6  As your new pastor, I repent for not fully doing this! I have been afraid of rejection, man and failure & this fear has hindered me from doing this.
2. When the Spirit Comes He gives us fresh energy and renewed motivation to destroy the enemy.  Elisha had become sick with the illness of which he would die. Then Joash the king of Israel came down to him, and wept over his face, and said, "O my father, my father, the chariots of Israel and their horsemen!" (“Elisha was like a father to the nation and was more valuable than all their armies!” Warren W. Wiersbe) And Elisha said to him, "Take a bow and some arrows." So he took himself a bow and some arrows.  Then he said to the king of Israel, "Put your hand on the bow." So he put his hand on it, and Elisha put his hands on the king's hands. (Elisha was God’s representative, the vessel for God's hand and God must be on our hand if the arrow is going to find its mark and execute judgment) 17 And he said, "Open the east window"; and he opened it. Then Elisha said, "Shoot"; and he shot. And he said, "The arrow of the Lord's deliverance and the arrow of deliverance from Syria; for you must strike (we must strike the enemy) the Syrians at Aphek till you have destroyed them."  Then he said, "Take the arrows"; so he took them. And he said to the king of Israel, "Strike the ground"; so he struck three times, and stopped.  And the man of God was angry with him, and said, “You should have struck five or six times; then you would have struck Syria till you had destroyed it! But now you will strike Syria only three times.’ 2 Kings 13:14-19
Hebrews talks about the Old Testament and its laws as a shadow or symbol of things to come. there are priests who offer the gifts according to the law; who serve the copy and shadow of the heavenly things, as Moses was divinely instructed when he was about to make the tabernacle. For He said, "See that you make all things according to the pattern shown you on the mountain.  Heb 8:4-6   So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths, which are a shadow of things to come, but the substance is of Christ.  Col 2:16-17
Let us look at this next passage in this way:  Our enemy now is sin and the devil.  “2. We are to smite sin utterly. God seeks to deliver us entirely from sin, but we may limit the deliverance of God by our own conduct. When the prophet told the young king to shoot his arrow eastward towards his Syrian enemy, he exclaimed, "The arrow of the Lord's deliverance." But when, to test the young king, he told him to take up the arrows and smite on the ground with them, his heart was heavy and his soul indignant as he noticed that he struck half-heartedly and that after only three strokes he turned about in a lifeless sort of way as if looking for further directions. Let us not fail of this great lesson, God seeks our complete deliverance from sin. He desires that every enemy which troubles us and hinders us from working out the great purposes to which we are called of Jesus Christ shall be consumed and destroyed. But let us never forget that whether or not this is accomplished depends (on our cooperation with God) at the last upon us. It is a solemn thing that we, by our nerveless will, by our flabby lack of purpose, by our mushy indecision may thwart the purpose of Almighty God and continue to live lives far beneath our privilege. Let us smite, and smite, and smite, and yet again, smite, until every wicked passion, until every evil appetite, until every besetting sin shall be smitten to the death in our hearts and Jesus shall be crowned Lord over all.” ~The Biblical Illustrator, L.A. Banks
Conclusion
Church we are in great danger of being too easily satisfied. Sin is not just wrong or my enemy – it is death to me.  Its assignment is to kill, destroy and harden that place in my life and heart that was meant to be soft and alive toward God.  I must be ruthless in my pursuit to destroy its root and operation in my life. That is why we talk about heart ministry and deliverance so often.  We need God to visit us and deliver us so we can become whole hearted lovers of God!  He will not despise the cry of the needy.  The Lord wants to pour out the river of His living water on you. Drink it in deeply, He loves to love us!
